	Safety rules: 
	NRA-approved empty indicators (ECIs) must be in rifles at all times, except during live fire periods.  ECIs can be purchased from the HP Division for $2 each.  Safety glasses and ear protection must be worn by all competitors as well as spectators – no exceptions.  Glass bottles and alcoholic beverages are prohibited.  No smoking allowed on the line.


Squadding:               Squadding will done on the line, beginning at 7:30 a.m.
Classification:          The NRA Mid-Range High Power classification system will be used for all matches. 
        Unclassified shooters will compete in the master class per NRA rules. 
Divisions:                  Any Rifle-any sights (NRA rule 3.2); Service Rifle (Rule 3.1.6); F-TR defined as a
.308 or .223 with a bipod; and F-Class Open (Rule Section 22).  No muzzle brakes.
Scoring & Pits:        Competitors must perform scoring and pit duties unless a qualified puller is provided.  
Ammunition:           Competitors will need a minimum of 66 rounds (extras for blow-off Match 1a)
Targets:                    500-yards NRA MR-65 prone & MR-65F for F-Class.  Manual targets will be used.
Challenges:              A fee of  $2.00 will be collected for each challenge. 
Setup Time:             Check-in and setup will begin at 7 a.m.
Match Start:
       Firing will commence at 8:30 a.m. barring weather delays. 
Course of Fire:        Match 1(a):  a one-minute blow-off period. 
Match 1: 500 yd. Slow-Fire Prone; 2 sighters and 20 shots for record in 22 minutes.  MR-65    Target for sling rifles and MR-65F Target for F-Class.

Winners’names will be engraved on the John Martin Memorial 500-Yard Prone Trophy on permanent display in the Club Outdoor Education Training Center.
